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how do we move this forward?

Following the visit to Bolton, we will
have a clearer idea of the journey so
far, and how far we have left to go.
Even though we won'’t know if we've
got the money from the Big Lottery
Fund until the end of February/March
this year, we want to continue with
planning the design of the building as
soon as possible.

Even if we don't get the money from
the Big Lottery, the Council are
strongly committed to a new young
people’s centre and will try to look
for other funding. It is therefore really
important that the views of young
people continue to drive this project
forward.

Having mainly covered the design

and physical layout of the building in
consultation so far, the following issues
are still left to discuss:

» What activities will take place in the
new youth facility?

* Who will run the centre?

* How can we encourage young
people to use the new building?
VWVhat services should be available?
How do we consult more young
people on the ideas we've come up
with so far?

These are just a few factors that we
can begin thinking about, and there are
many others that will crop up as we
continue our journey.
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
