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1.1 Introduction  
 

In August 2005, an Environmental Report was produced for the Strategic Environmental 
Assessment (SEA) of Kingston upon Hull City Council’s Local Transport Plan (LTP). 

This Amendments Report summarises how information presented in that Environmental Report 
has been taken into account in the preparation of the final LTP. 

A final version of the SEA Report is available for download from the Kingston upon Hull City 
Council’s Website. 

 

1.2 Format of the Amendments Report  
 

This Amendment Report is split into 3 parts.  The first part provides a background to the SEA 
and a summary of the key findings of the original assessment.  The second part comprises a 
series of tables which highlight where changes have been made to the policies in the LTP and 
how these changes have incorporated the finding of the Environmental Report.  The third part 
provides a summary of the changes identified in Part 2.  

 

1.3 Background to the SEA 
 

Strategic Environmental Assessment (SEA) is the process that is used to assess the effect that 
plans or programmes with a spatial element (those relating specifically to locations or areas) 
have on the environment.   

There is a requirement for Strategic Environmental Assessments (SEAs) to be carried out for all 
spatial plans and programmes that may have significant effects on the environment under the 
UK Environmental Assessment of Plans and Programmes Regulations 2004.  These 
regulations transcribe the requirements of European Directive 2001/42/EC ‘the assessment of 
the effects of certain plans and programs on the environment’, the ‘SEA Directive’.   

Kingston upon Hull City Council have adopted an SEA process, which, whilst encompassing the 
requirements of the SEA Directive to assess the long-term effects of implementing its LTP on 
the environment, also takes into consideration the social and economic consequences of the 
LTP.   This approach ensures that the LTP, whilst being environmentally sound, is also 
‘sustainable’.   

The ODPM (Office of the Deputy Prime Minister) has produced guidance on the SEA process:  

�  Strategic Environmental Assessment Guidance for Transport Plans and Programmes TAG 
Unit 2.11, April 2004. Department for Transport – Transport Analysis Guidance (TAG);  

�  A Practical Guide to the Strategic Environmental Assessment Directive (September 2005) – 
(this updates the draft guidance issued in July 2004)  

 

The main requirements of the SEA Directive include: preparation of an Environmental Report; 
consultation; taking the results of the Environmental Report and consultations into account in 
decision-making; providing information on the decision; and monitoring.  The ODPM guidance 
on SEA breaks these requirements into a series of stages.   

 

1 Introduction 
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The guidance that was used to inform the original SEA has recently been updated and finalised 
(September 2005) and whilst the ODPM’s recommendation to use ‘stages’ to deliver an SEA 
has remained the same, the stages presented in the final version of the ODPM guidance has 
changed slightly from that presented in the draft version of the guidance issued in 2004.  These 
differences are summarised in Table 1.1 below:

Given that the SEA of the Kingston upon Hull City Council LTP was undertaken between April 
and July 2005, the approach used, and documented within the Final Environmental Report, 
relates to the draft ODPM guidance on SEA as opposed to the finalised version.     

 

1.4 Links between the SEA and preparation of the LTP 
 
The SEA was carried out in parallel to, and interacted with, the development of the Kingston 
upon Hull LTP.  This iterative approach to SEA ensured that any potential adverse effects that 
implementation of the LTP may have on the objectives of sustainable development were 
identified, mitigated against, or removed, prior to its adoption.  It also meant that any 
opportunities for environmental and sustainability improvement or enhancement could be 
incorporated into the LTP as it was developed.  The iterative approach to SEA also ensured 
that consultation responses from the various stages in the production of the LTP were taken 
into account during the assessment process.   

The following flow diagram, Figure 1.1, illustrates the links between the SEA process and 
preparation of the LTP.  This flow diagram is based upon the stages presented in the Draft 
ODPM Guidance on SEA (July 2004), as these were followed in the original SEA carried out in 
July 2005.

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1.7 Kingston upon Hull Local Transport Plan (LTP) March 2006 
 

The LTP sets out the Council’s plans for transport in the City for the years 2006 to 2011.  It 
identifies how the Council intends to invest Government funding in transport within Kingston 
upon Hull for the duration of the plans’ implementation period.  The plan also sets out how it will 
meet the needs of local communities, whilst contributing to regional and national strategies.    

The LTP has been developed to deliver the following vision for transport in the City:  

"To provide and develop a safe and efficient transport system that contributes to the 
social, environmental and economic well being of the residents, businesses and visitors 
to the City and provides equal opportunities for everyone to access key services using, 
where possible, ‘green’ alternatives to the private car"  
 

This vision has been expanded into four local objectives based on the Department for Transport 
(DfT) Shared Priorities. These objectives, which have been developed to ensure delivery of the 
plan meets the City’s wider social and economic local and regional strategies include:  

�  Delivering Accessibility: ensuring that transport networks provide good quality, affordable 
and reliable access to a range of destinations. 

�  Safer Roads: take steps to reduce the incidence and severity of injuries through road traffic 
accidents, and tackle real and perceived personal security issues. 

�  Reduce Traffic Congestion: reduce congestion on all forms of transport and maximise the 
ability of transport networks to meet the environmental, social and economic needs of the 
community. 

�  Better Air Quality: reduce the impact that transport has on local and global pollution levels. 
 
 

1.7.1 Format of the Local Transport Plan  
 

The main changes to the format of the LTP that have occurred since it was assessed in July 
2005 include an expansion of the evidence base presented in the LTP and the inclusion of a 
chapter that provides details on the quality of life implication of the LTP.  The changes to the 
plan also include the restructuring of the programme of schemes and initiatives presented in the 
Implementation Programme.  The Implementation Programme was the main chapter that was 
assessed as part of the original SEA and has been the main chapter that has been subject to 
review as part of this Amendments Report.  Table 1.3 summarises how the overall format has 
changed from production of the provisional LTP (August 2005) to the Final LTP (March 2006).

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The original SEA was carried out in parallel to, and informed, the development of the Kingston 
upon Hull LTP.  The results of the SEA were used to determine whether the programme of 
schemes and initiatives that were identified for inclusion in the LTP Implementation Strategy 
would have significant adverse effects on the environment.   

A summary of the main findings of the original SEA is provided in Table 2.1 below. Table 2.2 
overleaf presents an overview of the main results of the SEA of the provisional Kingston upon 
Hull LTP.

2 Summary of Results for the SEA of 
the Provisional LTP 

 
The LTP presents a number of major schemes and initiatives, the majority which aim to reduce 
congestion, improve accessibility and improve quality of life within Kingston upon Hull.   
 
The schemes that will potentially have significant adverse effects on the environment include: the A63 
(T) Castle Street Cut and Cover Scheme, due to the location of the road in relation to the Humber 
Estuary (SAC, SPA, Ramsar and SSSI) and the sensitivity of the groundwater aquifers located beneath 
the City; and the Park and Ride schemes due to the potential for hard surfacing to increase the risk of 
flooding and for the car park to cause habitat and species loss or disturbance, visual intrusion and 
adverse effects on landscape character.  Both schemes will have significant positive effects reducing 
congestion and improving local air quality (reduced emissions) and reducing the causes of climate 
change (reduced fuel consumption).   
The long term outer ring road scheme has been identified as having potential to have highly significant 
adverse effects on the environment.                 
 
Although there may be potential adverse environmental effects, the A63 (T) Cut and Cover scheme will 
have significant positive effects on the local economy and local population by helping to increase the 
area of land within the heart of the City that can be developed as part of the City Centre Masterplan.  
Delivery of the City Centre Masterplan will have significant positive effects on economic regeneration, 
and improving opportunities for employment, as well as increasing the viability and vitality of the City 
Centre.  Removal of the road will also help to improve social inclusion (reduced community severance), 
improved road safety and improved health (reduced congestion and improved air quality).     
 
The port of Hull is one of the largest ports in the UK.  It is a major source of employment and economic 
activity.  Improved road and rail access to the port has been identified as vital to enabling an increase in 
the capacity of the port, which will have significant positive effects on increasing trade and economic 
activity in Kingston upon Hull and the North of England.  The LTP strategies and initiatives to reduce 
congestion will have positive effects on capacity of the port by improving the efficiency of freight 
movements into and out of the City.  
 
The LTP strategies and initiatives for improving accessibility aim to make it easier for buses to move 
around the City (by reducing congestion, improving consistency of bus lanes and giving more priority to 
buses at junctions).  This will have positive effects on increasing the reliability and frequency of bus 
services.   As well as improving accessibility, the LTP will also have positive effects on social inclusion 
by working with taxis and private hire companies, promoting joint ticketing schemes on buses and rail, 
and working with partners to improve access to healthcare and education and to promote healthy travel.   
 
It has been identified that it is essential for the LTP to work in partnership with delivery of the City 
Centre Masterplan to ensure that the employment opportunities created in the centre of the City can be 
accessed by local residents across the city, from the pathfinder housing renewal areas and by residents 
of East Riding of Yorkshire.  Improved access between housing and employment is vital to encouraging 
people to move into the City and for creating sustainable communities    
 
Schemes and initiatives to improve quality of life will have positive effects on social inclusion and human 
health by increasing opportunities for walking and cycling, and making it easier for people to move 
safety around the city.   There will also be positive effects on the quality of the urban environment and 
road safety (reduced congestion and improved streetscape).

Most large schemes presented within the LTP2 programme for implementation 
between 2006 and 2011 will have significant positive effects on reducing 
congestion and therefore improving local air quality (reduced emissions) and 
tackling climate change (fuel saving). The A63 (T) Castle Street cut and cover 
tunnel scheme and the rail freight access improvements will have the most 
significant positive effects on improving air quality.  The A63 Castle Street scheme 
will have significant positive effects on streetscapes and townscape quality by 
removing visual intrusion of the road and associated traffic, and increasing the area 
of land available for inclusion within the City Centre regeneration Masterplan.   
  

Parking improvements along the ring road could also have significant positive 
effects on the quality of the streetscape by reducing inappropriate parking on grass 
verges.  
  

Both the cut and cover scheme and the ring road improvement provide 
opportunities for biodiversity and streetscape/townscape enhancement.              
Most of the large schemes involve development.  Land take associated with the 
park and ride schemes and the second lorry park would potentially have adverse 
effects on biodiversity (habitat/species loss or disturbance), landscape and visual 
amenity (changed landscape character and visual intrusion from lorries and parked 
cars), cultural heritage (loss of sites/features of archaeological importance), 
increased flood risk (hard surfacing large area of land in high flood risk area), and 
land use (development in greenbelt and loss of agricultural land).  Full 
Environmental Impact Assessments (EIA) would be required to determine whether 
the development would have any significant adverse effects on the environment  
 

Completion of the Orbital Box may potentially have adverse effects on listed 
buildings located along Great Union Street.   
 

The A63 (T) Castle Street cut and cover scheme may have significant adverse 
effects on ground water (disturbance to sensitive aquifers located beneath the 
City), and the quality of water within the Humber Estuary which is designated SPA, 
SAC, Ramsar and SSSI (construction activities).  An Appropriate Assessment may 
be required under the Habitats Directive.   
 

The Spring Bank West ‘grade separation’ scheme may potentially have adverse 
effect on landscape, visual intrusion to local residents and biodiversity (removal of 
trees which may have potential for bats) and may cause contamination of land and 
ground water (disturbance of a cemetery). 
 

There is potential for the A63 (T) to have adverse effects on reducing the causes of 
climate change by making it easer and therefore more attractive to transport freight 
by road.   

The main effects that the large schemes would have on the local community is to 
reduce congestion, which will have positive effects on human health by improving air 
quality and reducing noise.  Reductions in congestion will also have positive effects 
on improving community safety.   
 

The A63 (T) Castle Street cut and cover will also have significant positive effects on 
the local residents of Kingston upon Hull by increasing the area over which the City 
Centre Masterplan can be implemented.  This will improve opportunities for 
pedestrianisation of the City Centre which will have positive effects on social inclusion 
(remove severance caused by the road), improve accessibility (redevelopment of the 
City Centre with improved services and facilities in locations that are accessible to 
local residents and the housing renewal areas), road safety, and generally improve 
quality of life (improvements in the appearance of the quality of the environment (built 
and natural) within the City).   
 

The park and ride schemes and the second lorry park, whilst reducing congestion and 
improving quality of life (use of more sustainable modes of passenger and freight 
transport), the schemes may have potential adverse effects on the local population.  
The main effects are associated with a potential increase in noise level from traffic 
using the park and ride car parks and the lorry park.  The increase in traffic noise from 
the lorry park may also occur through the night, which can have adverse effects on 
human health due to sleep deprivation and stress.  There is also potential for these 
schemes to have slight negative effects on the quality of life of the residents living in 
the vicinity on the schemes due to visual intrusion.   
 

The park and ride schemes may slight positive effects on improving access into the 
city for residents living on the urban edge.  However most benefits will be to improve 
access for people who live elsewhere but travel into Kingston upon Hull for leisure, 
shopping or work.     
 

Completion of the Orbital Box (Great Union Street) and improvements the ring road, 
in addition to reduced traffic noise, improved safety and reduced congestion, will have 
positive effects on improving the quality of the streetscape which will contribute 
towards improving quality of life.  
 

The Spring Bank West grade separation scheme will have positive effects on 
improving community safety and accessibility by providing a safer route across the 
railway which currently poses a barrier to movements for some local residents 
(community severance) 

The A63 (T) Castle Street Cut and Cover scheme will have significant 
positive effects on economic growth by reducing congestion and 
therefore improving the efficiency and speed at which goods can be 
transported in to, out of and around the City.  It will also improve the 
attractiveness of the City to investment by reducing commuter journey 
times 
 

The cut and cover schemes will also increasing the area of opportunity 
for regeneration and economic growth, within the City, and improve 
the appearance of the City, which will make it more attractive to future 
investors.       
 

In addition to making it more attractive to investors, delivery of the cut 
and cover scheme will help improve access to employment by 
enabling the City Centre Masterplan to deliver employment in 
locations that are more accessible to the local communities, especially 
those without access to a car.   
 

By reducing congestion and removing the visual intrusion of the traffic 
and the road, the A63 (T) cut and cover scheme contribute towards 
improving the attractiveness of the City Centre for shoppers, visitors 
and workers, which will have significant positive effects on improving 
its vitality and viability.  
 

The park and ride schemes will contribute positively towards improving 
economic growth and the viability and vitality of the City Centre by 
improving access into the City Centre and reducing financial outlay on 
high City Centre car parking charges.  
 

Improved freight access to the Port will have significant positive effects 
on economic growth by encouraging increased use of and investment 
in the Port 
 

Improvements to the ring road and other east west routes will also 
have positive effects on economic growth by improving the 
effectiveness with which goods, deliveries and service providers can 
move around the City.  Improvements in the quality of the streetscape 
of the main roads will also have positive effects on encouraging 
investment.

The main environmental effects of the schemes to improve accessibility are 
associated with reduced congestion and therefore improved air quality by making it 
easier to use public transport, walk or cycle.   
 

The completion of the Paragon bus/rail interchange associated with the St 
Stephen’s Development will have positive effects on increasing the use of public 
transport as there will be improved connections between rail services and buses 
and there will be an increase in the availability of buses accessing the City Centre 
from elsewhere in the City and the surrounding area (East Riding of Yorkshire).   
 

Extended rail access will also make rail a more attractive alternative mode of 
transport.  Increase use of the rail network for both passenger and freight transport 
will have positive effects on reducing congestion and improving air quality within 
the City.  
 

Improvement works along major corridors in the city and improved consistency of 
bus lanes, will help to improve the efficiency of bus journey’s and will also make 
walking and cycling safer and more convenient transport options.  An increase in 
cycling, walking and bus use will potentially have positive effects on reducing 
congestion and air pollution.   

 

The St Stephens Development will improve access into and out of the City Centre for 
local residents (bus) and visitors and people from neighbouring authorities.  Delivery 
of the City Centre Masterplan will help improve the provision of good quality services 
and facilities within City Centre.  Increase availability of bus services into the City also 
help to improve social inclusion for communities with a high proportion of car less 
households.  Improved links with the rail network (bus rail interchange) will have 
positive effects on improving access to services and employment outside of the City.  
It will also make it easier for people who are dependent on public transport to make 
journeys beyond the City, helping to further improve social inclusion.  The joint 
ticketing scheme will also make it easier for people that are dependent of public 
transport to travel by bus and rail  
 

Implementation of real time bus information systems will help improve information 
regarding bus timetables and services that are available.  This will have a positive 
effect improving accessibility and social inclusion, as people will have more 
information about when they can travel and where they can get to by bus.   
 

Improved bus corridors and consistency of bus lanes will make it easier for people to 
use public transport, as the services will be more reliable and efficient.  Improvements 
to footpath and cycleway provisions will also have positive effects on social inclusion 
and accessibility by increasing the choice of transport modes that are available to 
people.  There will also be positive effects on human health by encouraging people to 
exercise more. 
 

Initiatives to work with the taxi and private hire sector are important for improving 
access for, and therefore social inclusion of disabled people or people with mobility 
difficulties that find it hard to use public transport.   
 

Development of accessibility forums are important for ensuring that the improvements 
in access are delivered to the communities that need them most e.g. ensuring that 
communities with a high proportion of car less household have access to the 
necessary health care and to education.  This initiative also aims to ensure that the 
benefits are felt by residents of East Riding of Yorkshire by improving access for 
those communities into the City Centre.  
 

Whilst increased rail access will help to improve accessibility, there is potential that 
increasing rail services to 24 hrs may have adverse effects on human health by 
potentially increasing nighttime noise levels (train noise and station activity).   

By making it easier to use public transport (improving its reliability, 
services availability, efficiency, information about services, discounted 
prices and linking it to the rail network) these schemes will all have 
positive effects on improving access to employment for both local 
residents and residents living outside the City boundary. 
 

The accessibility forums will also help to ensure that the communities 
of greatest need in both Kingston upon Hull and East Riding of 
Yorkshire (employment deprived, low income and car less households 
also have access to employment (public transport, walking, cycling or 
community transport).   
 

By working in partnership with the LDF, the City Centre Masterplan 
and the Pathfinder Housing Renewal scheme, the LTP will ensure that 
the employment opportunities created by the Masterplan can be easily 
accessed (public transport, cycling and walking) from the housing 
renewal areas.  This is also important for creating sustainable and 
socially inclusive communities by encouraging existing residents to 
stay in an area and to encourage people to move into the area  
 

Initiatives to work with taxi and private hire sector will also have 
positive effects on improving access to employment for disabled 
people and people with mobility difficulties       
 

Increased rail frequency (passenger and freight) will have significant 
positive effects on economic growth by improving access into the City 
for businesses and goods 24 hrs a day.  It will also have positive 
effects on the viability and vitality of the City by making it more 
accessible, and therefore attractive, to shopper, visitors and workers.  
 

Increased use of public transport, walking and cycling will also help to

All of the listed schemes will have positive effects on improving local air quality and 
reducing the causes of climate change by reducing congestion.

There is slight potential for improved traffic flow to encourage an increase in car 
traffic and road freight.  Any adverse effects of this on air quality and climate

The schemes discussed previously in the context of improved accessibility will also 
have significant positive effects on air quality by reducing the need to travel by car 
and promoting the use of less polluting and more sustainable modes of transport 
(public transport, walking and cycling)  

Reductions in congestion will have significant positive effects on creating safer 
communities and human health by encouraging people to walk and cycle more.

Improvements to the A63 (T) Castle Street, as well as improving road safety and air 
quality, will have positive effects on social inclusion (reducing community severance 
caused by the road) and will assist with the delivery of the City Centre Masterplan.

Develop additional Park and Ride sites at Willerby Road and Holderness Road 
– Dependant upon identifying suitable sites 

No significant changes influencing the results of the SEA 

To investigate and, if feasible, implement an additional 
river crossing over the River Hull. A new Sculcoates 
Bridge is a possibility that will be examined 

Investigate possible additional river crossing (New Sculcoates Bridge?) No significant changes influencing the results of the SEA 

Air Quality

No significant changes influencing the results of the SEA 
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The SEA was carried out in parallel to, and informed, the development of the Kingston upon 
Hull Local Transport Plan (LTP).  In addition to incorporating the findings of the SEA, the 
Kingston upon Hull LTP, since submission of the provisional plan in July 2005, has also been 
subject to a series of modifications and amendments to ensure that it fulfils the requirements of 
the Department for Transport (Dft).     
   
The SEA process was used to assess the Local Transport Plan policies to prevent, offset or 
reduce any potential significant adverse effects that implementation of a particular policy may 
have on the environment, local population and economy.   The SEA process also identified 
opportunities for environmental enhancement.   
 
This report identified how the results of the original SEA, carried out in July 2005, were 
incorporated into the final LTP and summarises how the results of the original SEA have 
changed as a result of amendments made to the LTP.  The results of this Amendments Report 
are based upon the reviewed and amended strategies and initiatives presented in the Final 
Kingston upon Hull LTP (March 2006). 
 

4.1 Changes to the Local Transport Plan  
 
The main changes made to the LTP since production of the provisional LTP in July 2005 have 
been:  
 
�  Strengthening the background/evidence base for each of the chapters relating to the ‘Shared 

Priorities’ (Chapters 3 to 6) 
�  Strengthening the detail associated with the policies presented in each of the Chapters 3 to 

6. 
�  Inclusion of the Quality of Life Chapter (Chapter 7) 
�  Expansion and restructuring of the Implementation Programme (Chapter 9).  The schemes 

and initiatives presented in Chapter 9 have been broken down into discrete delivery 
programme areas.   Each scheme and initiative also now includes additional information 
relating to targets and indicators, the shared priorities that the scheme will deliver on, cost 
estimates of the scheme/initiative, and timescales for delivery.   

 

4.2 Results of the Review of the Final LTP 
 
 
The original SEA (July 2005) focused on the schemes and initiatives presented in the 
Implementation Programme.  The review of the LTP subsequently focused on reviewing the 
schemes and initiatives presented in Chapter 9 as well as reviewing any significant changes 
that had been made to the other LTP chapters.  The results of the review of the schemes and 
initiatives presented in the Implementation Programme are summarised in Table 3.1.       
 

4.2.1 Review of the Schemes and Initiatives Presented in the Implementation Programme    
 

The Implementation Programme, Chapter 9 of the LTP, is a prioritised programme of schemes 
and initiatives to deliver the best possible value for the indicated capital funding levels.  The 
programme has been developed to illustrate that the LTP is realistic, prioritised and broadly 
deliverable in terms of the funding that is available.   

4 Summary of the Changes to the LTP 
in terms of the SEA 
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The Implementation Programme is founded upon the analysis of problems and issues facing 
the City of Kingston upon Hull and the national to local level objectives and strategies identified 
in Chapter 2 of the LTP.         

The schemes and initiatives have been broken down into the following delivery programmes: 

�  Cycling and Walking 
�  Road Safety  
�  Sustainable Travel Choices (includes public transport and accessibility schemes)    
�  Traffic and Parking Management  
�  Major Schemes    
   

The review of the Implementation Programme identified that there had been very few changes 
made to the schemes and initiatives that it contains.   The main changes include the addition 
and merging together of some of the schemes and initiatives: 

  

4.2.1.1 Additional schemes/initiatives  
�  To build on the findings of the Strategic Accessibility Framework and devise Local 

Accessibility Action Plans for the Accessibility priorities set out in Chapter 4 
�  To build on the corridor improvements programmes and deliver the Hull Bus Strategy 

currently being reviewed    
 

4.2.1.2 Merged/modified schemes/initiatives   
The following scheme/initiative: to promote car sharing across a range of activities in order to 
raise participation levels and hence contribute to reducing congestion and improving air quality, 
combines the three strategies/initiatives that were presented in the Provisional LTP (July 2005).  
These strategies/initiatives include:   

�  Continue to work with partners in the education sector to promote travel to school by modes 
other than the private car and to investigate possibilities for extending school hours to avoid 
traffic peaks. 

�  Promotion of green travel planning in work places throughout the City 
�  Investigate joint ticketing on public transport (Bus and Rail linked to development of smart 

card technology) 
      

4.2.2 Results from the Review of LTP Chapter 9 Implementation Programme   
 

The two additional schemes are aimed at improving accessibility and public transport (buses).  
In terms of the SEA the schemes/initiatives will have significant positive effects on the following 
objectives:    

�  Air quality – Implementation of the accessibility and bus strategies, and corridor 
improvements, will have significant positive effects on air quality by reducing congestion, 
improving traffic flow and promoting the use of less polluting modes of transport  

�  Climate change – proposals to promote the use of more sustainable transport modes (public 
transport, cycling and walking) will help to reduce adverse effects of on climate change 

�  Social inclusion – the accessibility strategy and bus strategy will improve access to public 
transport for people with mobility difficulties and will improve the type and amount of 
information that is provided about public transport.  This will help make public transport more 
accessible to all members of the community.    

�  Access to services and employment – the proposals to improve the reliability, efficiency, 
frequency and accessibility of public transport, and improve walking and cycling routes, will 
have a positive effect on accessibility    

�  Human health – Improvements in the pedestrian and cyclist provisions, as set out in the 
accessibility strategy, will have a significant positive effect on health by encouraging people 
to be more active.  Reduced congestion and improved local air quality will also have health 
benefits  
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�  Road safety – reduced congestion and improved traffic flows will have a positive effect on 
road safety  

�  Economic growth – Reductions in congestion and improved traffic flow will help to reduce 
delays on journeys. This will have a significant positive effect on the economy by improving 
the efficiency with which goods and services can be imported and exported from the City 

�  City Centre – reductions in congestion can help improve the attractiveness of the City Centre 
and make them more accessible for visitors and deliveries.  This will have a positive effect on 
the City’s vitality and viability     

 
The original SEA (July 2005) identified that the following schemes/initiatives would have 
significant adverse effect on the environment:  

�  Park and Ride Schemes  
�  A63 (T) Castle Street Cut and Cover  
�  Review of the existing Ring Road and proposals for an outer Ring Road   
�  Spring Bank West ‘grade separation’ scheme 
 
The Castle Street Cut and Cover Tunnel proposal still remains a priority for Kingston upon Hull 
City Council and is at the top of the regional priorities.  Proposals for Park and Ride schemes 
are also still included in the Implementation Programme.   
 
The Quality of Life chapter, Chapter 7, includes reference to the need for schemes to respect 
the nature conservation value of the Humber Estuary.  The Humber Estuary is designated 
Ramsar Site, Special Area of Conservation (SAC) and Special Protection Area (SPA) and Site 
of Special Scientific Interest (SSSI).  Any scheme affecting the SAC or SPA will require an 
Appropriate Assessment under the Habitats Directive.   
 
The Park and Ride schemes were identified in the original SEA (July 2005) as having potential 
significant adverse effects on the environment.  There is still potential for these effects to occur 
with the implementation of the Park and Ride schemes under the Final LTP (March 2006).  The 
proposed outer ring road will also have similar adverse effects.  The main significant adverse 
effects include:           
  
�  Biodiversity and geodiversity – habitat loss and fragmentation, species displacement, road 

kill and introduction of invasive species as a result of development  
�  Cultural heritage – loss, disturbance or damage of archaeological features/sites as a result of 

development  
�  Landscape – loss of landscape features and changes in landscape character and visual 

intrusion.  An outer ring road may also encourage an outward extension of the boundary of 
the urban area 

�  Land use – loss of agricultural land, development of Greenfield sites and potential for the 
outer ring road to encourage an extension of the boundary of the urban area 

�  Flood risk – increased area of hard surfacing (roads and car parks) can reduce floodplain 
capacity and can lead to increased surface water runoff rates and volumes which can 
increase the risk of flooding elsewhere within a catchment   

�  Human health – increased noise levels along the outer ring road and associated with Park 
and Ride sites   

�  Climate change – Although the outer ring road will improve the flow of traffic and reduce 
congestion in the City Centre it will potentially make it more attractive to use the alternative 
routes to travel by car/use road freight rather than more sustainable transport modes.  
Increased use of the private car/road freight will have a negative effect on climate change.     
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4.2.3 Review of Chapters 3 to 6 – Shared Priorities  
 

The main changes that have been made to the chapters relating to the shared priorities for 
transport include:  

�  Reformatting of chapters 
�  Additional Information (supporting evidence and background information)  
�  More detail relating to the implementation of the policies  
 
The review of these chapters has identified that there are no significant changes that affect the 
results of the original SEA.  
 

4.3 Conclusion  
 

The results of the SEA review have identified that, although the LTP has been modified since 
the original SEA was carried out in July 2005, it still contains some strategies that will potentially 
have a significant adverse effect on the environment.  However, these strategies relate to 
schemes that will potentially require an Environmental Impact Assessment (EIA) to determine 
the full extent of the effects that they will have on the environment (Park and Ride, possible 
Outer Ring Road and A63 (T) Castle Street Cut and Cover).        

The LTP should reiterate the importance of the EIA process for the policies/strategies where 
significant adverse effects have been identified.  This will ensure that appropriate mitigation 
measures are developed to avoid, reduce or offset any potentially significant adverse effects 
prior to the implementation of those LTP schemes.   

Where an EIA is not required the LTP will adhere to the mitigation measures presented at the 
end of the Environmental Report.       

Any scheme that will affect the Humber Estuary, which is a designated SPA, SAC, Ramsar Site 
and SSSI will require an Appropriate Assessment under the Habitats Directive.
