DECISION NOTICE - ADVICE NOTES

IMPORTANT - PLEASE READ THESE NOTES CAREFULLY. 

Keep the decision safe — if it is still valid it may be needed if you sell your property.  Make sure everyone who needs one has a copy.  Most importantly make sure your Tree Surgeon or Contractor has a copy to work from on site. 

1. TREE WORK PERMISSION GRANTED? 

Conditions or directives:  If permission has been granted you will see that it may be subject to certain conditions or directives. Conditions or directives are necessary to clarify the exact details of the work proposed or the manner in which it is carried out, this is extremely important in terms of the future health and safety of the tree and for continuity of amenity. For example; 

If conditions or directives apply, they will be shown on the decision notice. Some may have to be satisfied before any work commences, please pay particular attention to them, it is YOUR RESPONSIBILITY to comply fully with them. 
2. INFORMATIVE NOTES 

Informative Notices do not form part of the Decision itself but are included as helpful advice and guidance.  The Decision Notice may grant permission for works you have proposed to undertake to trees but it should not be taken to imply that those works are mandatory.  Please make sure that you have obtained all the necessary approvals before starting works, including e.g. consent of the owner of the tree(s) if any are not on your land; or the owner/occupier of any land through which you need to gain access (in any way), in order to be able to undertake the permitted works. 

3. REPLACEMENT TREE PLANTING 

Replacement planting is vital to ensure that your area remains an attractive place with a healthy environment.  The Council will require replanting where trees protected by a Tree Preservation Order are felled and where it is feasible to do so.  In all other cases, the Council will seek to encourage replanting to ensure continuity of natural visual amenity.  Visual amenity, beauty and diversity of flora in your area is important to its character and the Council recommend that all felled trees are replaced with species suitable for the location. 

4. CHANGES TO CONSENTED WORKS 

Should you wish to undertake any additional works or to alter the permitted works or any of the conditions or directives of the consent, it is important that you contact the assigned officer as soon as possible and certainly before carrying out work, to ensure that any changes will be acceptable.  Many amendments can be agreed quickly but major changes may need a fresh application and could even prove to be unacceptable. 

5. TREE WORK PERMISSION REFUSED? 

Appeal to the Planning Inspectorate: 

• If you do not agree with the Decision of the Council to refuse permission for all or some of the proposed works or any of the conditions or directives imposed, then you can appeal to the Planning Inspectorate, who will arrange for an independent Inspector to visit the site and consider your case. 

• If you want to appeal, then you must do so within 28 days of the date of the Decision using the appeal form. The Planning Inspectorate will not consider appeals lodged after the 28 day period except in exceptional circumstances.

6. BIRDS & TREES 

The Wildlife and Countryside Act of 1981 makes it an offence to kill, injure or take any wild bird and to take, damage or destroy any nest that is either in use or being built. I is also an offence to take or destroy wild bird eggs of any species.  This means that tree work and hedge cutting should not take place if there is a risk of the works or its effects, being harmful to resident wild birds. An authorised person who has the written consent of the owner or occupier, may fell or prune a dangerous tree in order to preserve public health or safety, provided there are no birds listed in schedule 1 of the Act affected. Where schedule 1 listed birds may be affected, a licence is required from the Department of the Environment, Food & Rural Affairs (DEFRA), EWD Room 108, Temple Quay House, No.2 The Square, Temple Quay, Bristol, BS1 6EB.

7. BATS& TREES 

Under the Countryside & Rights of Way Act all trees which are to be felled must be inspected to ensure that Bat roosts are not present.  A Bat roost is interpreted as ‘any structure or place which is used for shelter or protection’, whether or not Bats are present at the time.  If any proposed work is likely to destroy or disturb bats or their roosts, the appropriate Statutory Nature Conservation Organisation must be notified and allowed a reasonable rime to advise on whether proposed action should be carried out and if so, the method to he used.
